Activities include a powhiri at Orongomai Marae in Upper Hutt, a memorial service at Otaki Primary School, tours of
Pukeahu National War Memorial Park, Te Papa and Weta Workshop, and an appreciation lunch at Parliament with the
Ambassador of the Republic of Korea to New Zealand and Korean War veterans.

e living in New Zealand
o enrolled or currently studying at a tertiary level in New Zealand

e able to attend the Camp from 3-7 February 2020.
