Records for service before 1921

Archives New Zealand will have all surviving New Zealand military service records from before 1921. This includes:

service during the Boer War (1899-1902)

service during the First World War (1914-1918)

those who were discharged from military service before 1921.

Digitised versions of the files can be downloaded free of charge from the Archives New Zealand Archway website.
Access to the physical original military service files is restricted.
